Australian Aviation Network Overview - Financial Year 2023

Globally, the busiest day in commercial aviation history was recorded on 6 July 2023. This is a significant
milestone considering few industries were impacted as hard and were disrupted as significantly as aviation
was during the COVID-19 pandemic.
Our industry is now experiencing a rapid recovery while still facing significant volatility and the ongoing
disruptive effects of the pandemic. Economic drivers including a slowing economy, high inflation, low
consumer confidence and supply chain pressure highlight ongoing risks to our industry growth. Changing
societal expectations around the environmental impacts of aviation as well as shifts in perspectives on
work/life balance present workforce and service challenges across the aviation ecosystem.
While adjusting to these challenges, the overall Australian network performance in 2022-2023 (Financial
Year 2023) has improved but is still below long-term average performance. This underscores the importance
of increasing transparency and cross-industry collaboration to jointly review and drive enhanced network
performance to deliver a more consistent experience for the travelling public.
Traffic patterns and the rate of recovery has not been uniform across the Australian network. Regional
airports which service domestic leisure demand, interstate igration and mining regions are experiencing
strong growth. In contrast, despite a high rate of recovery, international operations at the busiest capital-
city airports are still 30% below pre-COVID levels.
The relationship between passenger growth and aircraft gauge selection will increasingly play a role in the
future development and funding of aviation infrastructure and supporting services. Based on strong
domestic recovery, Airservices expects domestic passenger growth to exceed pre-COVID levels in 2023-
2024 (Financial Year 2024). International passenger growth is expected to be at a slower rate, given
ongoing uncertainty in economic outlook globally.
With unprecedented net migrations, we are nevertheless seeing a return to growth in international services.
Asia Pacific markets, especially Indian Subcontinent and Southeast Asia, are leading the recovery. This
reinforces the important role that aviation contributes to the regional economy and society. Working with
domestic and international partners in these regions is increasingly critical to enhance aviation safety and
access to Australian airspace.
In parallel to the return of growth in the traditional aviation market, we continue to see rapid growth in the
drone industry requiring ongoing development in capabilities to ensure the safety of the travelling public and
our communities.

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New European Aviation Overview: Latest trends for the period 24-30 July

The latest European Aviation Overview shows traffic last week was quite stable at 94% of 2019. But arrival
punctuality dipped to just 61%, lower than either 2019 or 2022. Flow management delays contributed to
this, with over 70k minutes/day of weather-related en-route delay – 2.5 times the level experienced in week
30 of 2022.
Fuel prices increased to $2.80/gallon, up 14% over 2 weeks, which may well impact future ticket prices.
Key data in this edition:

 The Network recorded 32,767 average daily flights (+7% vs 2022), remaining stable (-
0.7%) vs the previous week and standing at 94% of 2019 levels.

 Since the post-COVID record number of flights (34,637 on Friday 7 July 2023) the traffic
levels for the last week of July remain in line with those of the previous weeks.

 In July, the number of flights in the Network was 93% of 2019 levels, just below our
Base scenario of forecasted flights released in December 2022.

 On average, the top 10 aircraft operators recorded similar flight volumes vs the previous
week.

 Arrival and departure punctuality deteriorated, both closing at 9 percentage points below
2019.

 The jet fuel price closed at 2.80 USD/gallon on 28 July 2023, an increase of +14% over
two weeks. Current prices have however decreased by 3% compared to the beginning of
the year.

Thank you for your support of the Engage SESAR 2020 Knowledge Transfer Network which successfully
concluded last year. As IFATCA was one of Engage’s industry partners, we would like to share a brief
summary of Engage’s achievements and announce the launch of its successor, Engage 2, the new SESAR 3
Knowledge Transfer Network which is led by our colleagues at Deep Blue (the University of Westminster
remains a key partner). We would very much like to invite IFATCA to renew their involvement as an industry
partner in the new network. Such involvement, for example, could range from participating in Engage 2
events and activities you are interested in, to being kept in the loop of developments via occasional
newsletters.
Engage results
The network ran for 4½ years, initiating and supporting multiple activities for SESAR and the European ATM
community. Around two-thirds of the financing* was invested back into the community, for example through
catalyst fund projects and PhDs.
Key throughout was integrating exploratory and industrial research (ER and IR), thus expediting the SESAR
innovation pipeline and bringing researchers together. Permeating all features of the network was the
pronounced and active engagement of industry, such as our industry partners providing expert support to
ten PhD students and 18 catalyst fund projects, participating in summer schools and reviewing SESAR
Innovation Days conference papers.
Several firsts in European ATM were achieved, for example the ‘EngageWiki‘ provides a one-stop, go-to
source for ATM research and knowledge in Europe. Innovative features include an interactive roadmap of
(future) ATM concepts, an interactive research map of ATM (integrating ER and IR projects) and a
searchable research repository with more than 1400 reports and over 650 conference papers.
Two legacy reports are attached which provide further information about the EngageWiki (D3.9) along with
highlights of future research opportunities for ATM (D3.10) - please feel free to share these with colleagues.
All public reporting is available on the Engage website.

The new four-year SESAR 3 Knowledge Transfer Network has launched! Building on the existing brand and
awareness of the Engage KTN, Engage 2** will deliver excellence across all planned network activities,
including:
