New European Aviation Overview: Latest trends for the period 18-24 September

 
The latest European Aviation Overview shows traffic volumes easing as we head for autumn with 31,994
average daily flights between 18-24 September, 1% below the previous week.
Key data in this edition:

 The Network recorded 31,994 average daily flights (+8% vs 2022), remaining slightly
below the previous week (-1%) and standing at 93% of 2019 levels.

 For the first 24 days of September, the number of flights in the network was also at 93%
of 2019 levels.

 Seven of the top 10 carriers reduced capacity over the last week.
 En-route ATFM delays averaged just below 70,000 minutes per day (2.17 min/flight), with

the main causes being capacity & staffing (48%) and weather (41%).
 Arrival and departure punctuality, at 70.4% and 63.8% respectively, were 8.1/9.4

percentage points below 2019 levels, and also lower than the equivalent week in 2022.
 EUROCONTROL billed 921M€ of en-route charges for August flights, 14% above the

amount billed for August 2022 flights. On a year-to-date basis, EUROCONTROL billed
6,065M€ in 2023, +21% compared to 2022, as a result of a combination of more service
units and higher unit rates.

 The average jet fuel price stood at 3.14 USD/gallon on 22 September 2023, having
increased (+4%) over ten days. Current prices have increased by 9% compared to the
beginning of the year.

Infringement Case in the Field of Drones

Link to the key EC decisions of the September infringement package (there is one case affecting the field of
Drones)
For your convenience, it's copied and pasted it hereafter:
Unmanned Aircraft Systems (UAS): Commission calls on SLOVAKIA to establish a UAS operators
registration system and designate a competent authority
The European Commission decided to open an infringement procedure by sending a letter of formal notice
to Slovakia (INFR(2023)2105) for failing to comply with the requirements established in the Commission
Implementing Regulation (EU) 2019/947 on the rules and procedures for the operation of unmanned
aircrafts. Slovakia has not complied with the regulatory requirements on the designation a competent
authority responsible for the overall enforcement of the Regulation as well as key safety functions such as
the issuing and revoking of operating certificates and the establishment of the registration system for UAS
operators. The current situation does not ensure a level playing field across the EU and may even generate
unsafe conditions for unmanned aircraft operations. Slovakia now has two months to reply to the arguments
raised by the Commission. Otherwise, the Commission may send a reasoned opinion.

The importance of regular runway inspections

On 19 February 2021, an aircraft was found after a night arrival in Madrid to be missing the tread from one
of its main gear tyres without the crew being aware. A search for debris on the landing runway and taxi-in
route found none and the following morning, remains of the tread were seen by an aircraft departing the
same runway at Palma de Mallorca. It was suspected from close inspection of the recovered debris that the
tyre damage may have been initiated by undetected runway debris. The limitations of routine runway
inspections even during daylight were noted.

The Executive Committee decision was informed by extensive research by the Airspace World team to
identify alternative venues for 2025 and beyond using the criteria we discussed at the AGM. The team
ranked a shortlist of five venues - including Geneva - against a wide-ranging list of criteria including inbound
tariffs and shipping costs, hotel and subsistence costs for participants, venue suitability and sustainability,
ease of working with local suppliers, and accessibility and attractiveness of the venue city.
